AND thus we arrive at the second question.

1I. How to discover and discern answers to se-
cret prayer, that the soul may be satisfied that it
hath prevailed with God. ‘

Let us now consider the condition to prayer in
the text. He will return it into your hosoms;
this is so when the merey sought for is speedily
and particularly cast into your arms. DPsa. civ,
28; exlvii, 9. Like the irrational creatures in
their natural cries seek their meat from God and
gather what he gives them and arve filled with
God. When God openly returns to his children,
there is no farther dispute; for the worst of men
will acknowledge the divine bounty when he fills
their hearts with food and gladuess.  Aects xiv.
17. But when cases are dubious,

1. Observe the frame and temper of thy spirit
in prayer; how the heart works and steers its
course in several particulars.

1st. A holy liberty of spiritis commonly an ex-
cellent sign of answers, a copious spirit of fluent-
ness to pour out requests as out of a fountain.
2 Cor. i, 17.  As God shuts up opportunities, so
he shuts nup hearts when he is not inclined to
hear. The heart is sometimes locked up that it
cannot pray, or if it does, and will press on, it

finds a straitness, as if the Lord had spoken as
once to Moses, “Speak no more to me of this
matter.”  Deut. iii, 26. Or as God spake to
Bzekiel, Kze. xiv, 14; vii, 2, 11. Though No-
ah, Daniel and Job shonld entreat for a nation,
when the time of alarm is come, there is no salva-
tion but for their souls. When God intends to
take away near relations ov any of his saints, it
often happens that the church of God nor dear
friends have apt reasons or hearts to enlarge.
The bow of prayer does not abide in strength.
(vod took away graciousJosiah suddenly. 2 Chron.
xxxv, 25, The church had time to write a book
of lamentations, and to make it an ordinance in
Tsrael, but no time for deprecation of the divine
displeasure in it; but in Hezckiah’s case, there
was both a rcason and a heart enlarged in prayer,
and the prophet erying for 2 sign of the mercy.
2 Kings xx, 11.  Holy James might be quickly
despatched by the word of Herod Agrippa, but
the church had time for supplication in behalf of
Peter. Acts xii, 2, 12; When the Lord is gra-
ciously pleased to grant space of time and en-
largement of heart, 'tis a notable sign of success.
“Thou hast enlarged me when T was in distress,”
says David, Psa. iv, 1, thongh it be meant of deliv-
erance, yet it may be applied to prayer as the ho-
ly prophet seems to do; yea, though the soul
may be under some sense of displeasure and in
extremities, yet lifts up a ery. Psa. xviii, 6.
When conscience stops the months of hypoerites,
they shun and fly the presence of God.

2d. A blessed serenity and quiet calmness of
spirit in time of prayer, especially when the soul
comes troubled and clouded at first while it pours
out its complaints before the Lord ; but at length
the sun shines forth brightly. Tt is said of Han-
nah, she was no more sad, her countenance was
no longer in the old hue, cast down and sorrowful,
because of her rival. Thus the Lord dealt with
David, though not fully answered yet filled with
holy fortitude of spirit, and revived in the midst
of his trouble. 1 Sam. i, 18. Prayer dispels
anxious solicitude, and chases away black thonghts
from the heart. Psa. exxxviii, 3, 7. [t cases
conscience and fills the soul with the peace of
God. Phil. iv, 6, 7.

3d. A joyful frame of spirit. God sometimes
makes his people not only peaceful, but joyful in
his house of prayer. Thus sped Hezekiah [Tsa.
lvi, 7], when his crane-like chatterings were turn-
c¢d into swan-like songs and his mournful elegies in-
to glorious praises upon ten-stringed instruments in
the house of the Lord; the lips of Habbakuk
quivered, and his belly trembled, but before he
finished, his voice was voluble in holy songs, and
his fingers nimble upon the harp. Hab. iii, 16.

‘|'Thus at Solomon’s prayer; when the fire came

down the people were warmed at worship, and
went away glad and merry at heart. 2 Chron.
vii, 1,10. David’s experience of this sent him
often to the house of (God for comfort, and thus
chides his soul when cast down at any time; “I
am going to the altar of God, to God my exceed-
ing joy; why art thou disquicted within me. Psa.
xliii, 4, 5. His old harp that had cured Saul of
his malignant dwps, 1;)eing played upon with
temple songs, now cures his own spiritual sadness.

When we look upon God with an eye of faith in
prayer it enlightens our faces with heavenly joy;
when Hoses came out of the mount from commu.
nion with God, how illustrious was his face {romn
that heavenly vision ; wherefore prayer for divine
merey and comfort sometimes exhibits itsell’ in
this language : ““ Make thy face to shine upon us
and we shall be saved.” Psa. Ixxxiii, 3. And
on this wise the priests of old weve to bless the
children of lsrnell): “The Lo:d make his face to
shine upon thee. and be gracious to thee.” Num.
vi. 25. These and the like expressions in scrip-
ture import that sometimes the Lord was pleased
to give forth a shining glory from the oracle, and
thereby made known his presence unto his peo-
ple, and filled them with awful impressions of his
majesty and mercy. Bx. xl, 34; Lev. ix, 28.
Nunt. xvi, 19, This joyful light of God’s coun-
tenance is like the sun rising upon the face of
the earth. It chases away the dark fears and dis-
couragements of the night; such heavenly joy
shows the strength of faith in prayer, and the ra-
diant appearances of God; yea, to this end all
prayer should be directed, that our joy may be
full.  John xvi, 24,

4th. A sweetness of affection to God. When the
soul has gracious sentiments of God in prayer,
clouds of jealousy and suspicions of the divine
merey, as if God were a hard master, are marvel-
ously unbecoming a soul that should go to God
as a father; and hence from such unsuitable
thoughts of infinite merey, to restrain prayer is
greatly provoking. Whereas the apprehension
of God’s excellent goodness should work the
heart into lovely thoughts of God. Man, but es-
peeially a saint is an accumulated heap of divine
favors, and the gifts of divine mercy should at-
tract our hearts, and when the soul comes to per-
ceive that all flows fromshe fountain of his cter-
nal love, it makes prayer to be filled with holy
delight and joy; the ecstacies of love often rise
upon the soul in sceret and such divine affection,
that it carries the soul beyond itself. TLet the
profane world say what they will, when spiritual
ardors like so many fragrant spices, flow out of
the soul. “I love the Lord for he hath heard
my supplication.”  Psa. exvi, 1. As answers of
prayer flow from the love of the Iather, so suita-
ble workings of holy affections flow from the
hearts of childven. Joun xvi, 27. When the
soul is filled with gracious intimations, like those
of the angelical voice to Daniel: “O Daniel,
greatly beloved,” or like that to the holy Wirgin:
“ Hail, thon that art highly favored,” how great-
ly does it inflame the heart to God.  Dan. x, 11;
fz’ukc i, 28.

5th, Inward encouragements sowetimes spring
in upon the heart in prayer, from remembrance
of former experiments, which mightily animate
the soul with fervency. When Moses calls to
wind that God had forgiven and delivered from
Igypt until that immediately follows a sweet in-
timation of mercy. Num. xiv 19, 20. When
the soul considers the days of old, the years of
ancient times, and calls to remembrance its for-
mer songs in the night, he draws an argument
out of the quiver of experience; “will God he
favorable no more ? can he forget to be gracious ?
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can he in anger shut up his tender mercies 7”7 Psa.
Ixxviiy 8, G, 7, 9, 10.

6th. A ready heart for thankfulness and service.
The heart is brimful and ready to flow over in
grateful memorials ol his wevrey.  “ What shall 1
vender to the Tord for all his benefits towards
we?” Psa. exvi, 12, As of old at temple sacrifi-
ces there was musie, g0 it ought to be now while
the merey is praying jor, the heart must be wind-
ing up and tuning for praise. Rev. v, 8; Isa.
cviiy 1. The vials full of the odors of prayer ave
Jjoined with harps for heavenly melody, when the
heart is ficed or prepared, then follow sonws and
praise. 'T'his streams from a scose of divine love;
and love is the fountain of thankluluess, and of
all sprightly and vigovous services.  That prayer
that does not ead in checrful obedicoce is ealled
by Cyprian * barren and unfruital, naked and
without ornament.”  And so we may glanee upon
the expression of James v, 16: ¢« The effectual
fervent prayer,” a working prayer within will be
working without, and demonstrate the lahor of
love.

2. Observe the principal subject matter of
prayer; the while mark that the arrow of prayer
is shot at the seope it aims at, there is usunally some
speeial sin unconguered, some untawed corvuption,
some defect, some pressing strait that drives the
soul to prayer, and is the main burden of the
spirit; take mnotice how such a sin withers, or
sueh a grace fiouvishes, or such a need supplied
upon the opening our hearts in prayer. Wateh
uuto prayer, wateh to perform it [1 Pet. iv, 7],
and then to expound the voice of the divine ora-
cle, and to know that you are successful.  Cry
to thy soul by way of hely solilogay, ¢ Wateh.
man what of the mght 77 Isa. xxi, 11.

3. Observe ensuing providences. St a vig-
ilant eye upon succeeding civcamstancey, exam-
ine them as they pass before thee, set a wakefn]
sentinel at the ports of wisdom. ¢ Iiy name is
near, hix wondrons works deelare.”  Ps. Ixxv, 1.
His name of truth, his glorions title of heaving
prayer.  When prayer i gone up by the heip of
the Spirit, mark how “all thing: work together
for good [Row. viii, 28], and note the convexion
there ; the working of things together, follows the
intercession of the Spivit for all saints. Rom.
viii, 27.  God is pleased often to speak so elearly
by his works, as if he said, “Here I am, I will
guide thee continually, and thou shalt be like a
watered gavden whose waters fail not”  lsa.
Iviii, 9, 11, Secret promiscs animate prayer, and
often providently expound it. Cyrus was prom-
ised to come against Babylon {or the Churel’s
sake. Tsa. xlv 4, 11, 19, DBut Isracl mwust ask
it of God, and they bad a word for it that they
should not ask his face jn vain ; and then follows
Babylon’s fall in the succeeding chapter.  When
we cry to the Lord in trouble he sends his word
of command and hezls ws. DPs. evii, 19, 20.
There is a set time of merey, a time of lite.
When Abraham had praged for a son the Lord
told him, “at the time appointed T will return.”
Gen, xv, 2; xvili, 14, Iu a great extremity of-
ter the solenm fast of' three days by the Jews in
Shusan, and the queen in her palace on the
fourth day, at night the king conid not sleep, and
must hear the chronicles of Persia read, und then
follows Haman’s ruin. Est. iv 10, and vi, 1.
Prayer has a strange virtue to give quict sleep,
sometimes to a David, and sometimes a waking
pillow for the good of the church. Ps. iii, 4, 5,
Gen. xxiv, 15, When Jacob had done wrest-
ling, and the angel gone at the springing of the
morning, then the good man saw the ange! of
God's presence in the face of Esan.  Sometimes
providence is not so quick; the martyr's prayer,
as to a complete answer, is deferred for a scason.
Rev. vi, 11. Bat long white robes ave given to
every one, a triwmphant frame of spirit, and told
they should wait but a little season till divine
justice should work out the issue of prayer; the
thunder npon God’s enemice comes ount of the
temple; the judgments roar out of Zion, the

lace of divine audience. Rev. xi, 19; Joel iii,

16. But the means and methods and times of
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God’s working are various, such as we little pre-
think. Submit all to his infinite wisdom ; pre-
seribe not, but observe the embroidery of Provi-
dence; it is dificult to spell its characters some-
times, but ’tis a rare employment. Isa. Ixiv, 5;
Ps. ext 25 Meel 11, 11, His works are searched
into by such as delight in his providences, for all
things are beantiful in his season.

4. Observe thy following communion with
God. Yoward answers make the soul vegetate
and lively, like plants after the shining of the
siun upon ra'n [2 Sam. xxiii, 47, lift up their
heads and shoot forth their flowers. A saint in
favor does all with delight.  Answer of prayer is
like oil to the spirits, and beauty for ashes; the
sackeloth of mournful fasting is turned to a wed-
ding garment. Ile grows more free and yet
bumbly familiar with heaven. This is onc T would
wish you to pick acquaintance with, that can come
and have what he will at ecourt. John xvi, 23. As
the Lord once told a king by night that Abrabam
was a prophet, and would pray for him, he was
~equainted with the king of heaven. Gen. xx, 7.
¢} blessed person! T hope there’s many such
«mong you, whose life is a perpetual prayer, as
Pavid that gave himself to prayer. Pa. cix, 4.
{The Hebrew expression, “but T prayer,” is very
foveible); he is all over prayer, prays at rising.
and prays at lying down, prays as he walks, he 12
always ready for prayer; like a prime favorite at
court that has the golden key to the privy staivs,
and car wake his prince by night, there ave such
(whatever the besotted profane world dreaws)
who ave ready for spiritual ascents, at all seasons,
hesides the irequency of set communions. His
wings never weary, his willing spirit is flying
continually, and makes God the rock of his dwell-
ing, into which he may npon all assaults have ho-
ly vetirements, A

But enongh, for the main question with its
branches. There are any particular queries of
some weight that may attend the subjeet. To
such I shall briefly veply.

Query 1. What is the proper time for seeret
prayer ?

Various providences, different temperaments
and frames of spirit, motions from heaven, oppor-
tunities, dictate varionsly. Some find it best at
evening, others in the night when all is silent,
others at morning when the spivits are freshest
I think with respeet to others, that conscientions
prudence must guide in such cases, but it should
be when others ave retired, and the spirit in the
best frame for coimmunion.

Query 2. How often should we pray in seeret?

If we consult seripture precedent, we find Da-
vid at prayer in the morning. Ps. v, 3. Ouwr
blessed Lord, early, before day, in the morning.
Mark i, 35, Chrysostom advises, “ wash thy soul
before thy body, for as the face and hands are
cleansed by water so is the soul by prayer.” At
another time our Lord went to secret prayer in
the evening. Matt. xiv, 23. And Isaac went
out at eventide to meditate. Gen. xxiv, 63.  Da-
vid and Danicl prayed three times a day. Ps. lv,
17; Dan. vi, 10, And once it is mentioned that
David said, seven times a day will T praise thee;
that is, “often will I do it.” Ps. exix, 164.
Such cases may happen that may require fre-
quent accesses to the throne of grace in a day.
But T humbly think we should go there at least
once u day, which scems to be imported by that
passage in our Lord's prayer: “Give us this day
our daily bread,” for after our Lord’s appoint-
ment of szcret prayer in the text, he gives this
prayer as a pattern to his disciples.

Query 3. When persous are under temptations
or disturbance by passions, is it expedient then
to pray ?

Since we are cnjoined to “lift up holy hands
without weath” [1 Tim. ii, 8], I judge it is not
so proper to run immediately to prayer, but with
some praying cjaculations for pardon and strength
azainst such exorbitaney, and when in some
measure  coosled and composed, then speed to
prayer, and take hecd that the sun go not down
Opon yowr writh, without holy pargation by pray-

er. liph.iv 26. Though I must confess that a
Christian should always endeavor to keep his
course and heart in such a frame as not to be un-
fit for prayec upon small warnings. The very
consideration of onr frequent communion with
(tod should be a great bar to hmmoderate and ex-
uberant passions.

Query 4. Whether we may pray in secret when
others must needs take notice of our retivement?

1 must confess, in u strait house, and when a
prson can many times find no seasons but such
as will fall under observation, I think he ought
not to neglect seeret duty for fear of the notice of
others; we must prevent it as much as may be,
and especially watch our hearts against spiritual
pride, and God may graciously turn it to a tesli-
mony and cxample to others.

Query 5. Whether we may be voeal in seeret
prayer if we can't so well raise or keep up affec-
tion, or preserve the heart from wandering with-
out it?

No doubt; but yet there must be nsed a great
deal of wise caution about extending the voice.
Tertullian advises that both hands and counte-
nance and voice should be ordered with great
reverence and humility; and what else do we
by discovering our prayers than if we prayed in
public? Yet if we can obtain some very private
place, or when others are away from home such
may lawfully improve it to their private benefit.

Query 6. Ilow to keep the heart from wan-
dering thoughts in prayer?

Although it be exceedingly difficult to attain
so excellent a frame, yet by frequent vemember-
ing and reflecting npon the eye of God in sceret;
by endeavoring to fix the heart with all possible
wa: chfulness upon the main scope of the prayer
in hand ; by being very sensible of our wants and
indigences, by not studying an impertinent length,
but rather being more frequent and short, con-
sidering Gtod is in heaven and we upon the earth,
and by the exercise of holy communion, we may,
through the implored assistance of the Spirit, at-
tain some sweetness and freedom, and also more
fixe'lness of spirit in our addresses before the
Lord. '

Query 7. What if present answers seem not
to correspond to our petitions?

We must not conclude it by and by to be a to-
ken of displeasure, and say with Job, “Whercfore
dost thou contend with me?” [Job x, 2] but
acknowledge the sovereignty of divine wisdom
and love in things which seem contrary to us in
petitions for temporal mercies, and submit to the
counsel of Ilihu, since he giveth no account of
any of his matters. Job xxxiii, 13. Neither
can we find out the unsearchable methods of his
holy ways to any perfection.

There are other cases and scruples that might
be treated of; as about preseribed forms of prayer
in sceret prayer, to which T nced say but little,
since such as are truly converted [Gal. iv, 6],
have the promise of the Spirit of God to assist
and enable them, and they need not drink of
another man’s bucket that have the fountain, nor
use stilts and crutches that have spiritual strength;
neither are words and phrases, but faith and holy
groans the nerves of prayer. Rom. viii, 6; Zech.
xii, 10; Acts ix, 11. Yet for some help to young
beginners, it is of use to observe the style of the
Spirit, as well as the heavenly matter of several
prayers in the holy Seriptures.

Neither need 1 press frequency to a holy heart
that is fallen in love with spivitual communion,
for he delights to be continually with God; the
thoughts of God ave so precious to him his soul
is even sick of affection, and prays to be stayed
with more of “the flaggons,” and comforted with
“the apples” in greater abundance. Cant. i, 5.
To gome, but I fear very few, it may be needful
to say how far it may be expedient to withdraw
from prayer for the necessity of the frail body in
this vale of tears. Tt wmay be said to such, the
Lord is very pitiful and gracious to our frailties,
that he had rather have mercy than sacrifice
in some cases. Though T doubt these phenixes
are very rare that are in danger-of expiring in
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prayer ag marbyrs of holy love, as Gerson expreas-
es 1t,

Having now finished with what brevity [ could
the foregoing queries, T should treat of shovt sud-
den occasional prayers, commonly ealled ejacn-
Iations ; but indeed that requirves a set disconrse,
yet beceuse of a prowise before recited L shall
give a few hints and then conclude with some ap-
plication.— Lee.

Tir new political event in Murope wheh is
uow giviug increasing interest to the news-bndget
of cvery foveign steamer, is no longer called by
the press < The Sicilian Insurrection,” but “ The
Sicitian  Revolution.”  Garabaldi, to whom the
world has long been in the habit of looking for
brilliant exploits, has never performed a more
brilliant exp'oit than his victorious invasion of
Sicily. A man of incorruptible integrity, of a
peculiar power of exciting popular sympathy, and
of a versatile military genius which fits him equal-
ly for guerilla warfare or the graver taetics of the
open field—he is just the man of all others to be
the liberator of Italy, through the only means by
which its liberation can be accomplished ; whieh
is, successful revolution. Sicily, Kuwing declaced
for liberty through the vietories of the Italian
leader and the gencral uprising of the people, has
a]readiy become comparatively quiet, while, at the
lasgt advices, a greater struggle was going on, uot
on the island, but on the muinland, menacing Na-
ples with similar insurrection, to be followed
doubtless by similur revolution. With the king-
dom of the two Sicilics entirely revolutionized,
how much longer will the pope, with the feeble
hand of an old man, be able to hold the scepter of
the States of the Church?  For Garabaldi is
stviving not only for civil but for religious liberty.
1Te has said :

“ In the midst of Ttaiy, at its vevy heart, there
is a cancer ealled popery, an imposture called
popery. As, young men, we have still a formida-
ble encmy, the more forinidable, because it exists
among the ignorant classes, where it rules by
fulsehood ! because it is sacrilegiously covered
with the cloak of religion! Its smile is the smile
of Satan. This enemy, young men, is the priest !
—the priest, with few exceptions.”

Francis TI, king of the two Sicilies, is a young
man of a weak mind and heart, with no qualities
which fit him for a governor of his kingdom.
Garabaldi has so feeble an enemy on the throne
of Naples that we cannot doubt his complete sne-
cess,  We await further news with great interest.

HELPFUL HEARERS.

NoxEe but a minister can know how wuch a
minister may be helped by his hearers. Helped,
we do not mean, by their benefactions, which in-
deed may help Lim to live comfortably; nor by
their kind words, though these way help him o
work cheerfully ; nor by their Christian activities,
though these may help him to work successfully.
We mean that as present and as hearers when
and where he preaches, they may help him
to preach cheerfully and sueccesshully. We
have in mind now two ways of doing thig, and
we beg you, veader, to have them also in mind
every Sabbuth. ¢« There is a wan,” enida pastor,
“who comes to his place in chureh fificen minnies
before I begin the serviee, and, when 1 begin it,
there he has been, with his face covered, praying
for me. I shonld scarcely know how to bogin
without him.”  If prayer is needlul and effectua
for any object, why not that God may help Lis
servants to preach his gospel 7 In three epistles we
find the request, “ Pray for us.””  If it was legiti-
mate for apostles, surely it is for common minis-
ters. Besides the divine aid they may thus ob-
tain, it is something to them also in the way of
encouragement and stimulus to know that it is
sought. The assurance that they are prayed for
then and there, prepares them for their work.
Contribute to your minister's preparation by ask-
ing for him the blessing that he negds, and the
more by giving him reason to belicve that you
ask it.  This is one way of helping a minister.

The other is by good hearing. If it devolves
on him to preach well, it devolves on you to hear
well, and hoth must couspire to the desired effect.
(tood preaching cevtainly favors good lhearing,
but good hearing always favors good preaching,
and cach side has a responsibiiity for the other.
Attention, earncstuess, sympathy, intelligence—
these ave qualifications for the pews as well as for
the pulpit. By this means the hearers sccond
the effect of preaching on themselves, and this is
to help the minister as they help their physician
by attending to his prescriptions, ov their taylor
by trying and wearing his work. But we mean
more,—for they may help him in the very act of
preaching, if they are not only good listenexs, but
appear to be such.  7heir manner as well as his,
has its effect. 'What if they hear every word and
master every thought in the sermon, yet do it as
thougl they did it not? There are such attent-
ive listners—in disguise. For aught that can be
learned from their heads cast down, and closed or
averted eyes, they may be in a sleep, or reverie,
or speculation. They operate on the speaker, es-
pecially if he is a stranger, like the stupid or fiiv-
olous, whose eyes are “off and on,” whose mindg
are everywhere and nowhere.””  But les him see
the upright form, the earnest, steady look, some-
times the parted or quivering lips, the lights and
shadows of his theme playing over the counte-
nance; pechaps the big tear stealing down the
cheek; and forthwith the magnetic communica-
tion is established between the pulpit and the
pew, the preacher fecls himself to be in the cur-
rent and the message goes snd comes !

There ave listeners as gifted and effective in
their part as the most eloquent orator in his—clo-
guent listeners shall we eall them 7—at onee =o
devont, carvuest, intelligent and respomsive. It
was of such a one that a minister said, “ 1 would
give that man his pew rent just to have him in
my audience.”  You, reader may not be so rich-
Iy endowed, nor so happily demonstrative; but,
hiving man or weman as you are, you may be a
good listner, and so may help your minister to
be a goed preacher. For this purpese be sure
not enly that you listen, but that you appear to
listen.  Listen all over—outwardly as well 2s in-
wardly —in every function and sign of hearers.
Understand that your pastor, if he is uot near
sighted knows his congregation individually, not
ouly their names, bué their aspeets and habits
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in the house of God, their postures and expres-
sions, the “set” of their heads, the dialects of
their faces. He knows you, either for better or
for worge. Be such heavers as we have describ-
ed and he will feel you when you are present, and
miss you when you are absent. Perhaps after he
shall” follow you to the grave he will wish that
yon might re-appear in your accustomed seat, not
only that he might preach again to you, but that
he might preach more effectively to others. Give
him the henefit of your attention, instead of at
best keeping it all to yourself. Listen as well as
you would have him preach. Let him see that
you listen to him and pray for him. In this
sense “ take hoed how ye hear.” Next Sabbath
be helpful hearers.

REFORM AND THE DOCTRINE OF
NECESSITY.

Tnere is a class of so-called reformers who are inre-
ality fatalists, and the number is increasing very fast,
The Spiritualists are taking this position. Infidelsand
Universalists have advocated the view that man isa
creature governed by motive as irresistible as the loco-
motive is impelled by steam.

In 1829 a debate was held in Cincinnati, Ohio, be-
tween Alexander Campbell and Robert Owen, an ex-
tract from which wasrecently given in the Review. On
account of something published by Mr. Owen, Mr.
Campbell published an appendix to the debate, in
which he speaks of this doctrine as advocated by Mr.
Owen; as this species of infidelity is often put forth
by those who justify wrong, and deny human respon-
sibility, we give the following extract from My, Camp-
bell’s appendix; it is a complete refutation of the

theory.
“The materialist, or philosophic necessarian, who

says that the earth is one immense prison, and the
Iaws of nature so many jailers, and all mankind pris-
oners, bound in chains which cannot be dissevered, or
to speak without a figure, who says that the actions of
all are as unavoidable as the ebbing and flowing of the
sea, or the waxing and waning of the moon, can never
rationally be a reformer.  For what could he reform?
He could not pretend to reform nafure, nor any of its
laws. On Mr. Owen’s principles, the present state of
the world is perfectly natural and unavoidable. Na-
ture in the regular operations of cause and effect has
issued in his trinity of evils, religion, matrimony and
private property. Now if nature has gone wrong, and
man, without free ageney, has landed in religion, mat-
rimony and private property, how unphilosophical is
the philosopher of eircumstances, who would preach up
the necessity of a change in sociely, when he canunot
change neoessity ! !

‘It is a climax in the eloquence of absurdity which
Mr. Owen is aspiring after. Ie preaches that all
things are just as they must be. The uncontrollable
laws of nature have issmed in the present system of
things; and yet, he would have us to make things as
they onght not to be, that is, he would have us to abol-
ish religion, matrimony and private property, which
his own eternal and unchanging laws of nature, in
their necessary and uncontrollable operations, have
originated and established, On Mr. Owen’s theory, all
things are natural and unavoidable. It is mother na.
ture working by her own laws, and yet he would make
us all matricides !!! If Mr. Owen is not stranded
here, there is not a shoal in the universe.

From all eternity, according to My, Owen’s theory,
particles of matler have been in iuncessant agitation,
working themselves up inio ten thonsand times ten
thousand forms. A few of them at one time produced
a Nimrod, & Pharaol, a Moses, a Cyrus, a Nebuchad-
nezzar, an Alexander, a Julius Coesar, a Buonaparte, a
Paul, a Robert Owen, and a few such manufacturers of
human character. Not oune of them could help being
born, nor being such characters, nor producing such
effects on society. DBlind and omnipotent nature cast
them forth as she does so much laya from a crater of
a voleano., She tied them fast in adawantine chains
of exorable fate, and gave them no more liberty to act
than a peak of Tenerifie (o emigrate to New Harmony.
Yet, surpassing strange as it is, this singular picce of
inanimated matter, celled Robert Owen, which re-
quired old nature in her Iaboratory six thousand years
to produce, would now teach us to rebel, and become
seditious against the queen of fate, and would have us
claim and take the liberty from nature of forming hu-
man beings to our own mind. and of checking the pow-
ors of nature, and in fact, of binding her fast in her
own cords, se that we shall abolish religion, matrime-
ny and private property; put queen nature into jail
at New Harmony, and never let her out on parol of
lionor as long as grass grows or water ruus,

¢ Mr. Owen i, without knowing it, or intending it,
the greatest advocate of free agency Ihave ever known,
for he would have the present generation to adopt
such arrangements and so to modify the circumstances
that surround them as to prevent the goddess nature
from having it in her power ever to make another re-
ligious animal, another wedding, or to use the words
mine and thine. And yet the chorus of his new music

is, that we have no more liberty to act than Gibraltar
has to perch herself on the state house of Ohio. Such
a philosopher is my good-natured friend Mr. Owen.

“ Questions in arithmetic may be differently stated,
and give the same result. Error may be exposed from
every point of the compass, but from some points more
clearly than others. We shall now make the mechanics
understand the sophistry of Mr. Owen. Suppose «
carpenter’s square or rule is not what it purports to
be, will not every measurement he makes with it be
erroneous, and all hig eonclusions be false? DBut how
shall we test the pretensions of the square? We may
compare it with many others, but they may all be in-
correct, We may prove it by geometry. This is an
infallible test; but there are only a few geometricians,
and none but they can understand the proof. If the
square is still disputed, how will its pretensions be
settled to the comprehensions of the commuity who are
interested in the matter? We want some plain, palpa-
ble, common-sense way of deciding the matter, What
shall it be ? This way perhaps: all will agree that
all the substances, all the superficies of all things in
the world are not perfect squares or straight sided fig-
ures. All will agree that there are some crooked or
irregular figures, superficies or substancesin the world.
Now if any instrument purporting to be a square or
straight edge should always give the same result, rep-
resent all things alike, make every superfice a perfect
square, every surface a smooth surface, and every fig-
ure a straight sided figure, all would agree that such a
rule or square wes a false test, too flexible pliant or
otherwise defective. Such results would condemn the
instrument in the estimation of every human being who
could think at all.

“Now for the application. Mr. Owen invented a
measure, rule or instrument for deciding the qualities
of human actions. This rule, he says, is an infallible
one. We compare it with all others, but he says they
are incorrect. We are then compelled to test it by the
abstract science of mind; but few understand this
science, What then shall we do? The ecommunity
must have some way of deciding this controversy. We
shall give it to them in this similitude before us. All
will agree that all actions are not alike moral, useful,
worthy of admiration or gratitude and of imitation;
in a word, that all actions are not alike good and com-
mendable. All will also agree that whatever yule will
make all actions alike good, commendable, worthy of
admiration, gratitude or imitation, is a false rule. So
far the analogy is perfect and unexceptionable. A,
Owen's rule makes every figure a perfect square or
every action alike commendable, and, indeed, alike
useful. Iis proof is very short and simple too. It is
this: Nature is slways vight. She never errs. The
laws or acts of nature oblige all men to act as they do,
The laws of nature are all necessary laws., The laws of
nature brought Mr. Owen half around the globe to meet
me on the stage of debate in Cincinnati. They ear-
ried him down the Ohio. Necessity compelied Mr.
Owen to plead the cause of infidelity, and me to
plead the cause of Christianity. We both obey nature,
and both our actions are perfect squares, are perfect-
ly right, equally moral and commendable, when meas-
wred by the same rule—that is, Mr. Owen’s rule.
If Mr. Owen had made a hundred infidels and I a bun-
dred Christians, by our debate, it would have been
equally commendable, good and ugeful. Every Chris-
tian is nocesarily so, every infidel is necessarily an in-
fidel. Nature connot go wrong, and thervefore My,
Owen’s rule is an infallible one. If she produces two
effects diamotrically opposite, at war with each other,
it is all right, moral, useful and good. e is only the
sinner who counteracts nature. Bul Mr. Owen’s rule
makes himself and me equal sinners. He wishes to
prevent nature from making Christians by throwing
circumstances in her way. She laughs at him, howey-
er, and throws his circumstances back into his face,
asking him who made circumstances!! But he has
not discernment to feel her satire, or her irony. Ie
laughs too, and thinks not that he has been the cause
of all her mirth. He thinks that nature langhs with
him, not at him. But to this conclusion the rational
must come: that whatsoever rule gives the same de-
cision on two cases, diametrically opposite, must be as
false as a square that makes a straight line and a curve
equal straight lines.” J.ouow,

But here we have published in our ears Lhe message
of the third angel, the commandments of God and the
faith of Jesus, coming from Jehovah, a cclestial mes-
sage, which is to prepave a pecualiar people, who must
get tho victory over the beast, and all the errors per-
taining therennto. Iere is o perfect standard given
us, and the faith of Jesus, with the ministry of angels
to aid us in attaining to that holiness, without which
we canuot stand iu the trying time forctold by the

Are not these the very things that the Saviour said the
world would be engaged in, when sudden destruction
was ready to burst upon their heads ?  ¢“ Asit wasinthe
days of Noah, so shall it be also in the days of the Son
of man.” Luke xvii, 26, This is wLat we expeet to sec.
1t therefore throws confirmation and not doubt upon our
position, when we see men more intently than ever en-
gnged in these pursuits.

The prediction that the world would ever come to an
end, might seem like a strange propheecy ; but the pre-
diction that so stupenduous an event would come, and
the world be all ignorant of it, is stranger still, This
would seem the more improbable of the two. It would
be natural to suppose that the faintest intimation of
this event, or at least anything that wmight be inter-
preted as a sign of its approach would arrest the at-
tention of the world, and that none would be in igno-
rance in regard to it. DBut the prophetic eye saw them
careless and unconcerned, blind to the manifold signs
fulfilling all around them, and deaf to earnest and oft
repeated warnings uatil, suddenly and unexpectedly,
as in the days of Noah, destruction comes and takes
them all away. What plainer prophecies or more
striking signs of the great event men could want, it
would be difficult to conceive; yet they are all going
on, in the language of Mr. Greely, ¢ planting and sow-
ing, spinning and weaving, building and improving, as
if Millerism was a very remote and dubious contingen-
oy.” And thus they will go on, asserting with strange
infatuation, that all things continuc as they were from
the beginning, and blindly, foolishly, presumptuously
inquiring, ¢ Where is the promise of his coming ?”
