Sermon, Number Three.
The Name “Jesus.”

“Tuou shalt call his name Jesus.”” Luke i, 81.

Names represent things and objects. Without names
we should be nnable to locate ourselves in apace or
time. They originate from God, and even the stars
“he calleth . . . all by their names.”

There is something truly wonderful in the faet that
a few letters meeting our eyes, can bring hefore us a
clear idea of o person who lived six thousand years
ago, or events that then transpired. Or bring persons
who are now living many thousand miles off, near be-
fore us. Abel, and David, and Peter, and Paul are all
still speaking. And even the words of Job have been

printed in a book, so that we may be instructed by the
patience of that just man. The names of Abraham,
Elijah, Daniel, and Jobn bring before us faith, piety,
devoteduoess and love. Sweel memories are connected
with all these. Dut above every nawme that was ever
named in Heaven or upon earth, the name Jesus con-
neets with it everything that is sweet and lovely.

Let us cousider, 1. The person to whom #he name
Jesus is applied. 2. The memories clustering around
this name. 3. The power of the same.

1. The persgon to whom applied. On this we find
many conflicting opinions among men, But the word
of the Lord is clear and definite on this subject as
well as all other siibjects. It is generally and justly
applied to the son of Mary, born at Bethlchem. But
who is he? Is he only the son of Mary? Is he not
alzo the only begotten Son of the living God? Did he
oxist befére this world? Is he co-equal with the Fa-
ther? Let us hear the inspired testimony. “In the be-
ginning was the Word, and the Word was with God,
and the Word was God. . . . He was in the world,
and the world was made by him, and the world knew
him not. . . . And the Word was made flesh and
dwelt among us. . . John bare witness of him, . .
he was before me.” John i. And the Saviour himsell
testifies, ¢ Before Abrabam was, 7 am.” John viii,
58. Yet he is not the self-existing, only true God, but
heis the Son of God.  And it has pleased the Father
to bestow upon him all power, glory, wisdom and ex-
cellency, nad to send him to this lower world to re-
deem his fallen creatures, that all may houor the Son,
even as they honov the Father. Al power is given
vnto me in Weaven and in earth.” Matt. xxviii
“ Who is the image of the invisible God, the first-born
of every creature. For by him were all things crea-
ted, . . . and be is before all things. For it pleased
the Father that in him should all fullness dwell.” Col
i. *“And this is life eternal, that they might know
thee, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom thou
hast sent.” John xvii. This may easily be harmon-
ized with the oneness of the Father and the Son, for
this unity is not in person, but in purpose and action.
This is most decidedly proved in vorse 22, ¢ That they
may be one, even a3 we are one.” ¢ There is but one
(rod, the Father, of whom ave all things; and one
Lord, Jesug Christ.”’\ 1 Cor. vili. “There is one Grod,
and one mediator between God and men, the man
Christ Jesus.” 1 Tim. ii. Christ is truly God, for he
is born of God ; and truly man, for he is born of man.
*Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.

. And again, when he bringeth in the first begot-
ten into the world, he saith, let all the angels of God
worship him. . . . Unto the Son he saith, Thy throne,
0 God, is forever and ever. . . . God, even thy God,
hath anointed thee.” MHeb. i

That this very person, who was born before every
oreature, i the same as afterward appeared unto men
upon this earth, in the land of Palestine, the beloved
apostle John demonstrates beyond all possible doubt,
“That which was from the beginning, which we have
heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we
have looked upon, and our hands handled of the Word
of life. . . . That eternal life, which was with the
Father, and was manifested unto us, . . . declare we
unto you.” 1Johni. Compare Johni. Again hear
tho word of the Lord: ¢ The Lord possessed me in

the beginning of his way, . . . before the hills was L
brought forth. . . . When he prepared the heavens,
I was there. . . . When he appointed the foundations
of the earth, then I was by him' as one brought up
with him.” Prov. viii.

Who was it that communed with Abraham about
Sodom, that Joshua worshiped when he was by Jeri-
oho, that walked in the midst of the fiery furnaoe with
the three Hobrew worthies, that helped the angel
against the prince of Pergin, when he withstood him
one and twenty days, but the Prince of the people of
God, the Son of God, * The first and the last, . . .
he that liveth and was dead; snd is alive forever-
more” —Jesus ?

The reason why this name is applied to Christ, is
plainly given in Matt. i, 21, “ IIe shall save his peo-
ple from their sins.”” Pure and holy the earth and its
inhabitants came forth from the hand of the Almighty.
All was peace, ordor, and perfect harmony. Every
living being seemed to praise the Lord, and everything
created reflected his glory. DBut man fell. The curse
came, and rested heavily upon the earth and all its
inhnbitants. )

The Son of Gtod looks down in tender compassion
upon the poor fallen race. Ho says, J will save them,
I will die for them, I will pay the penalty of their
transgressions. Ten thousand worlds are mine, the
peace and glory of Heaven I can cnjoy forever; flam-
ing seraphs and mighty angels I can command at my
pleasure.

8. The power of the name Jegus is most wonderfully
manifested for the good of man and the glory of God.
This power did not cease when Jesus left this earth.
“To T am with you alway, even anto the end of the
world.” In Actsiii, we have a remurkable instance
recorded. There is a lame man io the gite of the tem-
ple. Day after day he has been carried there these
many years, to prolgng a miserable oxistence by beg-
ging. Peter and John are coming into the temple, and
Poter, in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, bids
him rise up and walk. Now behold the power of that
name : “ Immediately his feet and ankie bones receiv-
cd strength.  And he, leaping up, stood and walked,
and entered with them into the temple, walking and
leaping, and praising God.” Filled with joy, and try-
ing to convince all of his perfect goundness, he not
only stogd up and then walked, but went on leaping,
and praising God. And the apostles confess before
the people, *“ And his (Jesus’) name, through faith in
bis name, hath made this man strong.” Neither is
this the only instance of such glorious display of di-
vine power upon poor mortals throngh Jesus’ name.
“There came also a multitude out of the cities round
about unto Jerusalem, bringing sick folks, and them
which were vexed with unclean spirits; and they
were healed every one.” Acts v. Nor is the remnant
people left altogether without such manifestations.
There are not a few in our ranks who this day can
testify to the power of the name of Jesus. Jesus is
still with his people. But as we hear of signs and ly-
ing wonders being multiplied about us, we feel that
we need more of the power of Jesus’ name. But this
can only be given to such as walk in great humility
before God. Oh! for a cloger walk with God, that we
may renlize more of the power of Jesus’ name, both
individually and as a people.

This same power is also known by the comversion
of sinnors, and its saucifying iufiuence npon those
who believe. Eighteen centuries have not darkened
its glory, or diminished its power. All the blasphe-
my and insult heaped upon it, serves only to make
it sonnd still swoeter iu o believer's ear.

The manifestations of the power of Jesus’ name
shall never cezge. Every soul thai loves God must be
saved. The last stone in the spiritual temple building
must be hewed and pat in its place. Then the great
corner stone will finigh the building. ¢ He shall reign
over the house of Jacob forever; and of his kingdom
there shall be no end.” And just as powerful as Je-
sus’ name has been in the salvation of his people, so
powerful it will also be in the destruction of sinners.
““ As the vessels of a potter shall they be broken to
shivers.” Nobone of them shall escape. < For evil-
doers shall be cut off ; but those that wait upon the
Lord, they shall inherit the earth.” ** Let sinners be
consumed out of the earth, and let the wicked be no
more. Bless thon the Lord, O my soul. Praise yo the
Lord.” Then every creature which is in Heaven, and
on the earth will be heard saying, Blessing, and hon-
or, and glory, and power be unto Ilim that sitteth up-
on the throne, and unto the Lamb forever and ever.
Then redemption will be completed, and the morning
stars will again ging together, and all the sons of God
shont for joy. Swelled by the happy throng of the
redeemed, those gongs sound still sweeter, and louder
ring those shouts of joy, until the whole universe re-
verberates the joyful sound with not & single discord.
Ob that joy unspeakable, that eternalweight of glory !
Render, will you be there ?

A Smoking Minister Emerges from Smoke.
Dear Swe: [ have left off smoking. I could give
you, in my own cxpericnce, some items that I think
must be a little troublesome to the conscience of any
smoking minister. Iindulged in it till T was thor-
oughly convinced that it was not only opposed to the
refined socialities of life, but that it was detrimenta]
to health, befogging to the intellect, and stultifying
to the sensibilities.—I will, however, trouble you with
only a few details on its moral bearings. They will
do to use against the habit, just ag well as they would
were ihey youir own personal experienco.

Take this text of the Apostle! ¢ 1f meat make my
brother io offend, I will eat no flesh while the world
standeth.” A very practical text; but I was a smo-
kar, and that habit was opposed to the best Christian
sensc of my brethren, and even by many who wore
not Christians, was regarded ag & vico. I musi waive
that subject, lest my poople say, ¢ Physician, heal
thyself.”

T wanted to preach upon the duty of self-denial—a
duty that needs often to be urged. But the idea of a
smoker preaching such a doetrine was simply ridien-
lous. That must be delayed then.

The Subject of Temperance came up. [ felt called
to préach upon it; but I could find no sound premise
from which to reason, that was not destruotive to my
peace as a emoking Christian.

I wished to preach a sermon on Benevolence, reqnir-
ing to save the littles for Christ; but my cigar-bill
faced me. [ conld not well preach in the face of that.

It was my daily prayer that God wonld cleanye my
hoart from sin. Conscience would whisper smoking is
« sin.

[ wished to visit my people; but both my eclothes
and my breath indicated that 1 had been smoking, I
bad a little rather they would not know it; beside, it
might be offensive to them. I must stay at home.

I nceded two or three hours of vigorous bodily exer-
cite; bul I sat down and smoked after each meal, and
an hour and a half or two hours of the day were gone.
A good smoke reqnires an hour. I could not spare
the time for exercige, and [ soon got so that vigorous
exercise was irksome; in fine, I grew lazy.

But I forbear. I do not know how others get along
with these daily expericnoes, but [ could not endure
them longer, and I am no longer & smoker. 1 relate
these experiences to you because I know you have a
disposilion to trouble people’s consciences about this
sin so far as you cen.—DBut a sinnor knows best how
& sinner fecls, and the above items may help you. Be-
side, [ owe yon this confession, as evidence of appro-
val of your cfforts and arguments for reform in this
matier,

The Present State of Affalrs,

UxpER the above heading, an interesting article ap-
pears in an English Monthly, from which the follow-
ing is & short extract:

The present state of affairs is no easy subject to
deal with amidst so many conflicting rumors, and in
such a Iabyrinth of political embarrassments. Yet one
thing, and one alone, is clear—that no nation within
the limits of the prophetic enrth is, at this moment,
perfectly settled, much less perfectly secure—or. rath-
er there is no nation which is not in such a position,
that it might not at & day’s notice be involyed in war
or revolution. The only settled thing is the univer-
sal dissettlement of nations; the only thing sure, is
that no nation oan be sure of one day’s peace. Like
the forerunners of & tropical hurricane, we seo the
little clouds flitting here and there * with the rapidity

as death—the storm is high above our heads—when
will it rush down ?

If we move from North to South, we find Russia at
war in Central Asia, advancing to India a8 surely as
the night is stealing on the day. Italy all but bank-
rupt, yet compelled to maintain her army at its ut~
most strength—and to prepare for an attack, sooner
or later, on Venetia. Bankruptey, if the army should

bo kept up much longer—tumult or revolution, inev-

itable, if the army shall be disbanded, or Venelia
left permanently under Ansiria. We need not speak
now of Rome or of the Pope, for that subject is before
the minds of all the world, and, besides, the time has
not come for seeing it in all its outlines and dimen-
sions. Look next to the Basgt and West, and you will
find ubiquitous Russia in Central Asis, and at the
center of Asiatic centers, Samarcand. India always
ready for revolt, America full of confusion, and, pre-
paring for war. Ching, in the furthest east, in a
state of permanent rebellion—the remotest western
nations of America always in a state of feud. As for
Lurope itself-——every nation and ecountry, except
Holland and Portugal, is more or less embroiled either
at home, or with its neighbors. Germany is secthing
like a cauldron; and Spain is always in confusion——
as well it may, being the roasterpicce of Palmers-
tonian statesmanship. What real good could come
from such a source? In shorf, ‘the whole earth
sitteth still and is at rest,” and yet all is undermined
by subterrancan fires—and the subterranean smoke
issues out through many a yawning chasm. Christen-
dom has grown hard and dry—Christianity, in man’s
vile hands, and under his very feet, has been moulded
into idolatry, or trampled into dust! And the weary
earth opens her mouth to swallow up the im-
postor and the imposture Man is the impostor
and man’s Chrmuumty is the imposture, and both
shall be swallowed up together. The thick smoke
issuing through a thousand chasms, gives warning of
the earthquake. * * * *® *

Russia struggling on tho brink of ruin, with iater-
nal difficalties, yet contriving to conquer Central
Asin, and to advance to India, at the same time.
Italy growing in power and prosperity, yet ou
the vergo of bankruptcy. America longing to fold
her arms in peace, yet preparing for war. The Fen-
isns put down under ineffable s:orn, yet stronger
than ever, and preparing for an outbresk in some un-
known direction. An ambitious emperor renoun-
cing all schemes of conquest, and converted in
a moment into a kind of President of the Poace Socie-
ty. Giving up Delgium, giving up the Rhine, re-
ducing his army, reducing even his favorite naval
establishments, yet keeping both army and navy just
ag efficient as before! What an odd combination of
appavent tranquility, and real, deep, unfathomable
agitation, A calm on the surface, an earthquake
shaking the bottom of the deep—a calm on the level
of the horizon, » tempest in the heights of the at-
mosphere. * * * * * »

Seriptnre Patterns of Meekness,

Goon examples help very much to illustrate and en-
force good rules, bringing them ecloser to particular
onses, and showing them to be practicable. Preced-
ents are of great use in law. If we would be found
walking in the same spivit, and in the same steps with
those who have gone before us, this is the spirit by
which we must be actuated, and these the steps in
which we must walk; this is the way of good men,
for wise men to walk in, Let us go forth then by
the footsteps of the flock.” Wg are compassed about
with a great cloud of witnesses, who will bear their
testimony to the comfort of meekness, and upon trial
recommend it to us; but we shall only single out
some few from the Soripture.

Abraham was o pattern of meekness, and he was
the ““father of the faithful.” As he was famous for
faith, 8o was he for meéekness; for the more we have
of faith toward God, the more we shall have of meek-
ness toward men. How meck was he, when there
was a strife betwixt his herdsmen and Lot’s, which,
had it proceeded, might have been of ill consequence,
for ““the Canaanite and the Perizzite dwelt then in
the land;” but it was reasonably overruled by the
prudence of Abraham. ¢ TLet there be no sirife, I
pray thee;” though he might command peace, yet
for love’s sake he besecohes. Every word has an air
of meekness, and a tondency to peace. And when
the expedient for the prevention of strife was their

_parting from each other, though Lot was the jumior,
yet Abraham for peace’ sake, quitted his right, and
gave Lot the cheice; and tho gracious vigit which God

gave him thereupon, was an abundant recompense for
his mildness and condescension.

Another instance of Abraham’s meckness we have
when Sarah quarvelled with him so unreasonably
about her maid, angry ai that which she herself had
done. ¢ My wrong be upon thee; tho Lord judge
between thee and me.” Abraham might have replied,
“You may thank yourself, it was your own contriv-
ance;” bul laying aside the present provoeation, he
replies, ¢ Behold thy maid is in thy hand.” Ile did
not answer passion with passion, that would have put
all into a flame; but he answered passion with meek-
ness, so all woas quiet. Another instance of Abra-
ham's meekness we bave in the transactions between
bim and Abimelech, his neighbor. He first enters
into s covenant of friendship with him, which was
confirmed by an oath, and then (not reproaches him,
but) reproves him for a wrong his servants had done
him about a well of water: which gives us this rule
of meekness, ‘“Not to break friendship for a small
matter of differonce;” such oocasions there are,
which they that arve disposed to it migh! quarrel
about; but ‘“what is that between me and thee?”
1f meekness rule, matters at vaviance may be fairly
reasoned and adjusted, without violation or infringe-
ment of friendship. This is the exawple of that
groat patriarch.

Moses was a pattern of meeknesg, it was his master
grace, that in which, more than in any other, he cx-
celled. This testimony the Holy Spivit gives to him
that *“the wan Moses was very meek, ABOVE ALL THE
MEN ON THE PACE OF THE BARTH.” This character is
given of him upon occasion of an afiront he reccived
from those of his own Louse; which intimates that
his quiet and patient bearing it, was the greatest
proof aud instance of his meekness. Those can bear
any provocations, that can bear it from their own re-
lations. 7The mcekness of Moses, as the patience of
Job, was tried on all hands. Armor of proof is sure
to be shot at. It would seem that his wife was none
of the hest humored women; for what a prssion was
she in about the ciroumeising of her son, when she
repronched him as a ““bloody husband;” and we do
not read of one word that he replied, but let ber have
her saying. When God was angry, and Zipporah
angry, it was best for him to be quiet. The lot of his
public work was cast ‘tin the provocation, in the day
of temptation, in the wilderness,” but as if all the
mutinies of murmuring Israel were foo little to try
the meekness of Moses, his own brother and sister,
those of no less figure than Miriam the prophetess,
and Aaron the saint of the Lord, quarrel with him,
speak against him, envy his honor, reproach his mar-
riage, and are ready to head a rebellion against him.
God heard this and was displeased ; Num, xii, 2, 9;
but we do not find that he was moved by it, made any
complaint to God, of answer to them, nor a word he
said, till we find him praying heartily for his pro-
voking sister, who was then under the tokens of God’s
displeasure for the affront she gave him. The less a
man strives for himself, the more is God engaged in
honor and faithfulness to appear for him. When
Chrigt said, “I seek not my own glory,” he presently
added, “bui there is one that seeketh and judgeth.”
And it was upon this occasion that Moses obtained
this good report, ¢ He was the meekest of all the men
on the earth.”” ¢ No man,” says Bishop Hall, ¢ could
have given greater proof of courage than Moses. He
confronted Pharaoh in his own court, not fearing the
wrath of the king; he durst look God in the face
amidst the terrors of mount Sinai, and draw near to
the thick darkness where God was; and yet that
Spirit that made and knew his heart, said he was the
meokest, mildest man upon the earth, Mildness and
fortitude may well lodge together in one breast, which
corrects the mistake of thoge that will allow none val-
iant but the fierce.”

The meekness of Moses gualified him to be a mag-
istrate, especially among a people so very provoking,
that they gave him occasion to use all the meekness
he had, and all little enough (o bear their * manners”
in the wilderness. When they murwmured against him,
arrayed his authority, and were ready to stone him,
he resenied these provocations with very little of per-
gonal application or concern; but instead of using his

intercst in Heaven to summon plagues upon them, he
made it his business to stand in the  gap,”” and by
hig iutercessions for them, to turn away the wrath of
God from them.

Aud yet we must observe that, though Moses was
the meekest man in the world, yet, when God’s honor
and glory were concerned, no one was more warm
and zealous; .witness his resentment of the golden

cealf, when, in a holy indignation at that abominable

iniquity, he broke the tables of stone. And when
Korah and his crew invaded tho .priest’s office, he
said unto the Lord, ““ Respect not thou their offering.”
He that was a lamb in his own cause, was a lion in
the cause of God. Displeasure at sin, as gin, is yery
well consistent with reigning meekness, Nor can it
be forgotten, that though Moses was eminent for
meckness, yot he once transgressed the laws of it;
when he was old, and his spirit wes provoked, he
“gpako unadvisedly with his lips, and it went ill with
him for it;” Ps. évi, 83; which is written for our
admonition; not to justify our ragh anger, but to
engage us to stand upon our guard at all times against
it, that he who thinks he stands may take heed lest
he fall, and that he who has thus fallen may not won-
der if he come under the rebukes vf Divine Providence
for it in this world, as Moses did, and yet may not
despair of being pardoned upon repentance. [ Mafthew
Henry,

The Pestilence Coming.

Tuose who have watched the pathway of the Chol-
era with its dreadful ravages in time past, are per-
snaded that it will visit us in Novth America this sea-
son. In view of this fact, many wise and judic‘ious‘
counsels have been given to save the people from its
power. The following advice is timely and important.
There is every reason to expect that the Cholera will
be here by the middle of May or the ﬁrst of Jnne Its
viotims will be principally:

1. Those who use intoxicating drinks.

2. Those who are not cleanly in their persons and
houses.

3. Those who are irregular in their habits, keeping
unseasonable hours, eating irregularly, &e.

4. Those living in filthy, dirty localities.

To prepare for Cholera.

1. Be serupulously clean in person, bathing the
whole body daily, and keepmg the entire clothing
clean.

2. Clean thoroughly and whitewash your rooms, out-
houses, and premises generally.

3. See that no swill, garbage,or other refuse mat-
ter is thrown out either ou your lot, street, or alley.
Clean up thoroughly your whole premises, indoors
and out, and set an example of cleanliness to your
neighbors.

4, If your landlord romm or negleots to do his du-
ty in putting his houses and lots in proper order, re-
port him to the Health Officer or your visitor in your
district.

5. Abstain from all intoxicating drinks, ale, and
beer, as well as whisky.

6. Use simple, wholesome food, thoronghly cooked,
avoiding stale vegetables or tainted meats. Do not
give way to panic. This will inerease your danger.
Cholera will in most cases, yield to skillful treatment,
if taken in its first stages. Watoh for the first symp-
tom, which is usnally a diarrhea. Do not neglect it
for a single hour, however mild it may be. Delaye
are dangerous. Avoid all nostrums and all ¢ Cholera
medicines.” Most of them will do more harm than
good.

A TeaonEr of the Freedmen, writing from Ports-
mouth, Va., to the American Missionary, says:—

¢In some respects, this winter has been the hardest
for the freedmen, of any since the beginning of the
WA, * ® * ® * *

“Perhaps the saddest cry, as well as the most fre-
quent, is that occasioned by unpaid wages. Several
tell me they havé worked weeks and months, and
could not get a cent of their earnings, and did not
expect it. Every day brings to my notice many such
instances, and there 1s no doubt that the number of
such is very large.. What a people is that, who, amid
such & pressure and discouragement on every side,
gtill keep heart, looking to Heaven, and struggle pa-
tiently on!”

Another one writing from Georgia, says:—

“There has seemed lately to be an unusual influx
of poor, destitute s_eople from the country. ¢Soon as
we made de crop, dey run us off, and gib us nothin,’
is the pitiful story they tell of their cruel masters, too
well oonfirmed by their wretched appearance and
tattered dress.’”

As we read these statements, we could but think of
the testimony of James, chapter v, 4: ¢ Behold the
hire of the laborers, who have reaped down your fields,
which is of you kept back by fraud, crieth, and the
ories of them whic¢h have reaped, have entered into
the ears of the Lord of sabnoth.”

While we have been accustomed to apply this to
the colored people in their former condition of open
slavery, it would seem to be more appheable to their
present condition, than to that. Then, of course they
could expect nothing but their bare subsistence; but
now they are engaged under agreement for wages,
and when they have sccomplished their work, or as
they say, ‘“ made the crop,” they are “run off”” and
defrauded of their pay. How intenscly applicable is
the language of James to this new villainy of the
fiendish slaveholders. Let us be dhankful that all
these cries enter into the ears of the Lord of sabaoth,
and that he will avenge them and that speedily. The
exhortation James gives the church in connection with
this is, **Be patient, thevefore, brethren wunto the
coming of the Lord.”

Nine Reasons Against Tohaceco-Using.

CurrsriaNg oannot use tobacco,

1. Becauseit is a filthy habit, as all will allow. God
has emphatically condemned all uncleanness and filth-
iness. “DBut fornication, and all uncleanness, or
covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as
becometh saintg; neither filthiness, nor foolish talk-
ing, nor jesting, which are not convenient; but rath-
er giving of thanks.”” Eph. v, 8, 4. ¢ Having there-
fore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse
ourselves from ALL rrurHINESS of the FLESH and
spirit, perfeoting holiness in the fear of God.” 2 Cor.
vii, 1.

. 2. Because it is contrary lo nature. God never gave
any human being a natural taste for tobaceo. On its
first introduction imto the system, nature rallies with
all its powers to expel it; hence it produces vomit-
ing, faininess, &ec. Some plead, that God never
“created anything in vein,” and as Le has created
tobaceo, it must be good to use it just as they do.
Very well; God created the thistle, the mullein, and
the toad-stool, too. Why don't they ohew them?

8. Becauae if does not glorify God. As the tobacco-
uger defiles all atound him by his filthy juice, or im-
pregnates the air'with its navseous fumes, ean he look
up to Heaven and say, **I thus glorify God.” No, he
would not dare to do it. Bnt the Holy Spirit has
said, «“Whether thereforo ye eat or drink, or whatso-
ever ye do, do all to the glory of God.” 1 Cor. x, 31
No tobaceo monger can do this.

& 4. Becauseil simply gratifies a lust of the flesh.

one wniform reason that tobacconists give for using
it, is, that they have become used lo it and love it;
it tastes good, and they cannot make up their minds
to deny this appetite. But hear the word of the Lord
again; “But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
make no provision for the flesh, to ¥ULFILL THE LUSTS
raerkor.”  Rom, xiii, 14,  ““This I say then, Walk
in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill the luats of the
flesh.” ¢ And they that are Christ’s have erucified
the flesh with the affections and lusts.” Gal. v, 16,
24. See also Eph. ii, 8; James iv, 3.

6. DBecause it is idolatry. That we may make a god
of the appetite, is clear from Paul’s language, Phil.
iii, 19. Of fhose who are governed by their appetite,
he says, “Whose end is destruction, whose god is
their belly, and whose glory is their shame, who mind
earthly things.” What appetite is more enslaving
than that unnatural one for tobaceo? Nome. To
gratify this, a man will deny himself of his necessary
food and raiment, will lot bis wife and children suffer
want and privation, and will neglect his most press-
ing business at any time. 7 have seen all this my-
solf. If & man was out of tobacco three days, and
conld go at evening to the honse of God to worship
the Lord, or five miles to the village and get his to-
bacco, at which place wonld he be found? At the
latter every onme knows. Then which god does he
love best? the Lord, or his tobaceco? “ Thou shalt
have no other gods before me,”” reads the first com-
mandment.

6. Beeause it is a potson whick destroys the health and
life of those who use it. * Tobaceco is one of the most
deadly narcoties found upon the list of poisons.” N.
B. Coles, M. D. Abundance of testimony might be
given on this point, but it is not necessary here.

7. Because it defiles the garments, flesh, blood, and
brains, of the body, which is God's tample ** Know ye
not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit
of God dwelleth in you? If any man defile the tem-
ple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of
God is holy, which temple ye are.” 1 Cor. iii, 16,
17. Tobaneeo penetrates and defiles every fiber in the
whole system. Let tobacco-users beware.

8. Because it destroys the graces of the mind. The
moment a tobacco-user is deprived of his accustomed
tobacco, he becomes irritable, peevish, cross, and
snappish to all around him. Thisall know to be true,
This is the effect of tobacco. All this is direetly op-
posed to the work of the Spirit. Paul says, ¢ The
fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuifering,
gentleness, goodnoss, meekness, te'mperance." Gal,
v, 22, 28,

9. Because it is worse than squandering the means which
God has committed o our care over which we are only
stewards. The Scriptuves very plainly declare that
all we possess is only committed to our care by God,
and that we are accountable to him for the use we
make of it, See the parable of the talents, Matt.
xxv, 14-30. “ Honor the Lord with thy substauce,
and with the first fruitsof all thine increage.”  Prov. iii,
9. Asthepoor manhandsoutfromonetofive dollars for
hisfilthy weed, and knowsat the same time that his fami-
1y needs that money, orthatheowesdeb(sthat he ought
to pay with it, can he say that he is honoring God by
using his money to gratify his filthy, nnnataral, health-
destroying appetite ? Hemust be far gone indepravity
if he does think so. Thonsands of men, whose fami-
lies are in needy circunstances, whose children are
not being educated as they ought to be, “*because
father is not able to send them to scleol,” and who
are giving little or nothing for the eause of Christ, are
nevertheless paying from ten to forty dollars per year
for tobacco! What a fearful account such will have

to settle with their Maker! Tosuch be says, ¢ Where-
fore do ye spend money for that witicit 18 Xox BREAD ? |
and your labor for that which satisfieth not? hearken |
diligently unto me, and cat ye that which is good, and |
let your soul delight itself in fatness.” Isa. lv. 2.

Many often say to us, I usoe lobacco, and intend |
to, till you show me by the Bible that it iz wrong,
then T will give it up.” Of course wo cannot read |
from the Bible in 0 many words, “Thou shalt not
use tobacco.” It was not known in those times.
But we do find many of its leading attributes and

Luther,

Tuere was much of genius, much of learning,
much of strength, in the elements of this man's use-
fulness. Ile was not an intriguing, planning char-
acter, for he became, at every important step in life,
just what he had never intended to be.

To secure hiz personsa!l salvation, he left the univer-
gity, where he stood high as a scholar, and as a man,
and entered the cloister, where he sought to find sal-
vation, Finding here dissolute, wicked men, and
discovering, too, that retiremont did not lessen the
evil of his own heart, he had nearly sunk down and
despaired of hope of life. Tn the practice of the rites
and ceremonics of Romanism, le sought consolation;
but in vain he fasted and did penance, and his phys-
ical system was fast sinking into the grave. At this
point, God 1aised up for him a gpiritual guide, (for a
few lights remained in the glooiny darkness of the
Roman church), and pointed out to Luther the dis-
tinetion between faith and wovks.

The scoret of FLuther’s difficulty was dizcovered.
Catholicism offered salvation to all who complied with
her vitual. Luther had complied with, and fully sai-
isfied the most rigorous exactions of the Catholie
masters. He was a most devolted monk, and s rigid
ascetie, but all in vain. Ile still grew more and more
burdened withgin. His fellow monks rallied him with
scoffs and ridicule, and accused him of associating
with the Devil,

Siaupitz pointed him away from works, and showed
him the grand and fundamental principle of the gos-
pel, justification by faith. Soon light burst in upon
the mind of Luther, and his load of gin was gone, and
he became free. )

This doctrine of justification by faith, was des-
tined to be in the case of this reformer, the dividing
sword which should sever him from the Papal church,
and afterward, the grand rallying cry, the watch-
word of the Reformation. Why? Because that if it
could be proven that the works of penance, and the
varied rites and ceremonies of the Papal chureh, were
ineffectual to salvation; if faifh was essential to good
works, then Papal indulgences, and the various forms
then considered as constituting the life of religion,
were at most, but of secondary importance; and such
an admigsion is futal to Romanism, which is ever con-
fident and assuming. . .

The infamous Tetzel sold indulgences for future
sing, and when the purchaser came to the confession-
al, and Luther, then & monk, exhorted penitenee, the
offender insisted upen having full ubsolution, and to
prove that there was no need of further agitation of
the matier, presented his indulgence from the Pope,
with the receipt of the money. The pardon was full,
and what need was theve of faith? Thus it wasin
effect with Rome, her rites, and ceremonies, and de-
crees, were declared holy and acceptable to God,
through the Pope, who clothed his logates with the
same power.

Luther had tested the virtue of dead forms in his
cell, and found them cumbersome and powerless;
the doctrine of justification by faith he had tested,
and found it life, and joy, and peace. He stood up
and proclaired to the world aud the church, to Teizel
and to his master, tho Pope, that no unrightecous man
could do a good act; that a man must himself become
righteous, that is, have a living faith, before he could
do & righteous act; and his repentance must be ao-
companied with faith, to insure pardon and accept-
ance.

Rome, to secure her power, denied ihis doetrine.
The mighty reformer sustained it; and Romanizm
J. Crangg.
